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Absolvent bratislavské Vysoké skoly vytvarnych uméni v oboru ilustrace a
knizni tvorba pracuje od roku 2005 na scénografiich a scénickych projekcich
inscenaci v Cesku i daléich evropskych zemich: Kraska a zvite, Flashdance,
Marlene und Edith (§vycarsko), Duch a The Last Ship (projekce), Sugar!, Cats,
Tarzan (Cesko), Friedrich, der Medicur, Die Papstin (Némecko)... V roce 2010
prekvapil svym scénickym ztvarnénim muzikalu Mary Poppins (MDB), které
bylo serverem Musical.cz nominovéno na scénu sezony. V roce 2013 zacala jeho
spolupréce s Reykjavickym méstskym divadlem predstavenim Mary Poppins,
nasledoval Podivny pfipad se psem, Billy Elliot a Don’t Dress for Dinner.
